Miss Perkins per our earlier conversation and per my correspondence with Kay Kennedy, Interim Associate Commissioner at the Kentucky Department of Education, I recommend we do the following with regards to amending our 2009-2010 school calendar.





We need to rescind our former recommendation to use February 15th (President’s Day) as a make-up day due to it being missed for inclement weather. (and)


Approve using the three remaining early release days as full days which would then turn our 10 snow days to be made up into 7 days to “tack on” to the end of the school year.





If the Board approves both recommendations above this would put us in a position to have our last day for students as May 27th with closing day for teachers as May 28th (should we have no more days missed this school year).  In the event this proposal is approved, each Principal and Department Head realize they will be responsible for each of their employees “making up” the equivalent of 3 days work in the form of organized professional development, training, or working on set tasks as approved by their supervisor.








IF THE BOARD APPROVES:


The Gallatin County Board of Education approves amending the 2009-2010 school calendar by rescinding the prior approval to use February 15th as a make-up day and changing the early release days on March 17th, April 14th, and May 5th to full instructional days.  By doing this, we would have 7 make-up days to add to the end of the original school calendar.  This would make the last day for students May 27th with Closing Day on May 28th.
