Subject:  Classrooms at Sunrise Children’s Glendale Residential Facility and Valley View 

FACTS:   A few years ago, the district closed the classrooms as the Glendale home and began to transport those students to Valley View for their daily instruction.  Also, due to the Covid pandemic over the last 2 school years, the need for an elementary classroom at Valley View has not existed.  This allowed the district to reduce staffing by one certified teacher at Valley View.  

During the time the Glendale students have been transported to VV, there has been an increase in staffing shortages at Sunrise.  This has created some supervision issues with these students as they require unique services that only Sunrise staff are able to offer.  Due to this the district is requesting to reopen the classrooms within the Glendale Sunrise facility. 

Now that the most severe parts of the  pandemic are over, the need to reopen the elementary classroom as Valley View is great. Working in conjunction with Communicare, the district is also reopening the elementary classroom so that we may provide intense therapeutic services for our students in need. This will require an added teacher at Valley View to support this addition. 

Recommendation:   I recommend the reopening of the classrooms at Glendale Sunrise Residential Facility to be approved.
