HB2 – KRS 160.325 which was enacted July 15, 2008 requires every school district to enroll in the Kentucky Energy Efficiency Program for Schools (KEEPS) by January 2, 2010 and develop an Energy Management Plan by December 1, 2011.  





KSBA has developed a “School Energy Managers Project” where they will help school districts pursue funding for an “Energy Manager Position” to help us evaluate our energy usages/needs and develop an energy management plan.





In KSBA’s proposal in year one, July 2010-June 2011 the grant will pay 75% of the salary and benefits of this position up to $41,250.  School districts must pick up the remainder of the salary plus provide an office and pay for travel.  In year two, July 2011-April 2012 the grant will pay 50% of the salary and benefits up to $22,900.  School districts pick up the remainder plus office and travel.





It is not feasible for every school district to have their own energy manager nor is there funding to do this.  KSBA is estimating that the energy manager placement will be as follows:  Western Kentucky Regions will have 11, Southeast Region -11, Central Region – 15, and the Northeast Region will have 12.  Fayette County would get up to 2 and Jefferson County would get up to 3.  We were told that the Northeast Region would be everything from Carroll County to Ashland.  In other words, we will have to share an energy manager with some other school districts.  Uncertain at this time what that will look like.  Perhaps, Gallatin, Carroll, Owen, Williamstown, Grant, and Pendleton (Plus others) may share an energy manager and share the costs as well of everything the grant does not cover.





The timeline is very short to get in on this proposal and grant money.  The project will be posted by March 15 with responses due back by April 15th.  Grants will be awarded April 30th.  Agreements will be executed May 7th and jobs advertised May 7th.





Kenton County has agreed to host a meeting on March 25th for further discussion.  Carroll County, Owen County, Grant County, Williamstown, and Pendleton County have expressed interest in partnering with us.  I am seeking your approval to pursue and submit this grant contingent upon the information and responses I receive to my questions at the meeting on March 25th.
