Local Planning Committee Meeting

April 13, 2010
The fifth meeting of the Local Planning Committee (LPC) of the Nelson County School District was held at 4:00p.m. Tuesday, April 13, 2010, at the district’s central office, 288 Wildcat Lane, Bardstown, KY.

Absent were voting committee members: Chuck Thompson, Michael Phelps, Mike Glass, and Dave Mehl. Also absent were non-voting consultants, Scott Kremer, Michael Salsman, BCD Construction ; and Tim Hockensmith, District Finance Officer and Tim Lucas.

Meeting was called to order at 4:03 p.m. by chairperson Troy Jennings.  
Mr. Jennings reviewed the minutes from the March 30th meeting.  There was a motion by Tim Beck and a second by John Harned to accept the minutes as presented.  The vote was unanimous.
Dr. Lantz informed the LPC that Tim Lucas from the Facilities Department at KDE had reviewed the second draft and made a few more small changes. Steven Ward explained what these changes meant.
