Plan for Delivery of Summer Learning Services for Migrant Children

Local Migrant Education Programs are required to provide summer learning opportunities to all eligible children.  Additional per child funding is received for children who receive at least ten hours of instruction.  The following outlines how we plan to deliver these services.

Our intention is that most eligible migrant children in the district will be served through structured summer learning programs as described below.  However, if students are unable to participate in these programs, we will provide comparable services in the home.  

Funding to for the Elementary day camps was provided by the Innovative Summer Learning grant we received from the state Migrant Education department at KDE. We plan to provide instruction in science, art and reading for these children.   We will base this instruction on advisement from the child’s current teacher and on their latest ACCESS (English language proficiency) data.  Preschoolers will receive readiness instruction appropriate to their ages and developmental levels.  This camp will occur from 9:00 – 1:00 on June 14th, 15th and 16th at Pennyrile Forrest State Park with the assistance of the staff naturalist. We will provide bus transportation from the homes to Pennyrile Forrest and back each day of the elementary camp.  Innovative Summer Learning Grant funds are sufficient to hire a bus driver and to cover mileage costs.

Middle and high school students will focus on science, reading and math.  The middle school them is “A Green Camp”.  Students will learn about recycling, conservation, and will build “green” energy efficient vehicles.   High school students will work with the engineering department at Murray State.  They will become familiar with the various technology and scientific principles and will construct robots based on what they have learned.  We are only required to provide basic supplies as needed and transportation to and from the sites.  The Migrant Advocate will provide this transportation using the district van.  The high school camp will be held at Murray State and will begin June 6th and conclude June 11th.  The middle school camp will take place June 22nd – 25th at Kentucky Dam Village State Park. 

Out of school youth will be serviced as feasible in the home setting.
