Transportation, Ground:
The distance between Kansas City International Airport and the Hyatt Regency hotel is 22 miles.  MCEE will provide transport between the hotel and National Personal Finance Challenge at the Federal Reserve Bank on May 20th.  A shuttle will leave the leave the Hotel at 8:00 a.m.  MCEE will also provide transportation from the competition to the airport for teams for their return flights. 

Transportation, Air:
MCEE can reimburse teams for up to $1,500 for their travel to Kansas City.  MCEE requests that either the team’s teacher or the state’s Council book travel directly.  After a receipt is emailed to MCEE, we will reimburse expeditiously (3-4 days).  MCEE’s travel budget for this competition (funded by the Wachovia Wells Fargo Foundation) only covers travel for up to 4 students and one teacher.

Prizes:
The students on the first place team will each win a $1,000 savings bond, as will their teacher.  The students on the second place team will each win a $500 savings bonds, as will their teacher.  Winning students must provide MCEE with a social security number in order to process savings bonds.  First and second place teams will also win trophies provided by the Federal Reserve Bank of Kansas City.
