Student Athletic/Group Insurance for 2010-11
FACTS:

The Hardin County Board of Education has worked with Scholastic Insurors, Inc. for the past 34 years.  Scholastic Insurors, Inc. provides insurance coverage for Hardin County students.  This insurance coverage includes the “Individual Student Insurance Plan”, Group Activities Plan-Grades 9-12, and Catastrophic Accident Insurance coverage for interscholastic athletics, and coverage for all high school students (non-athletic).  Scholastic Insurors will be seeking a rate increase for this school year (2010-11). The overall cost of the program is $16,542.75 as compared to last year’s quote of $15,607. The services provided by John Joy and Scholastic Insurors, Inc. have been cost effective and a reliable insurance provider, offering the lowest rates to our district and parents for student accident insurance coverage.  Three companies all together sent material on their insurance programs, Scholastic Insurors, Inc., Roberts Insurance, McKinely Financial Services Inc.  The quote from Scholastic Insurors, Inc. was the lowest quote, while others ranged from approximately $20,000 to $57,000 for similar services.  Scholastic Insurors, Inc. is the only company that also provides a student package to the parent/guardian for added additional coverage to their private insurance, or as a means for a student to be provided insurance coverage when private insurance isn’t available to the families.  

RECOMMENDATION:

I recommend that the Hardin County of Education accept the proposal of Scholastic Insurors, Inc. to provide the student and athletic insurance coverage for the Hardin County School District for 2010-11.
