ISSUE: 

Each year meal prices must be set and approved by the local board of education.

DISCUSSION:  

Full-price meals in Hardin County Schools are $2.00 ($2.25 super value) lunch and $1.25 breakfast at all schools. With these prices and help from our catering and ala carte programs we have been operating in the black this year and are slowly regaining our one month operating balance that is suggested as a minimum by the State Department of Education.   

In evaluating our cash position, we feel we can continue to operate with current meal prices in place.  Even after having replaced several large pieces of equipment this school year, our balance is such that we feel we can continue to maintain the program at the current level with the current income.   

CONCLUSION:


Meal prices should remain $2.00 ($2.25 super value price) for lunch and $1.25 for breakfast for full price meals.
