SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING
MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – March 25, 2010

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was held on a postponed date of Thursday, March 25, 2010.  Principal Bill Dennison called the meeting to order.  Those present were:  James Beard, Alan Campbell, Bill Dennison, Lynne Dewey, Tony Garrison, Chuck Goodlet, Chelsie Mansell, and Ray Phelps.  Those absent were:  Traci Burke, Julie Debibar, Shelly Hendricks, and Lisa Taylor.  

ORDER # 10-084 - ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by Alan Campbell and seconded by James Beard to adopt the agenda for the March regular meeting.

ORDER # 10-085 – APPROVAL OF THE FEBRUARY MINUTES – The motion was made by Ray Phelps and seconded by Tony Garrison to approve the minutes of the February meeting minutes.

FINANCIAL REPORTS – There were no financial reports ready to review at this meeting.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – No visitors were present at the meeting.

ORDER # 10-086 – APPROVAL OF THE SECOND READING OF THE JANUARY MEETING MINUTES – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by Alan Campbell to approve the second reading of the January meeting minutes.

ORDER # 10-087 – APPROVAL OF THE SECOND READING OF THE DECEMBER AND JANUARY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by Alan Campbell to approve the second reading of the December and January monthly financial reports, instructional funds reports, and the bingo reports.

ORDER # 10-088 – APPROVAL OF THE SECOND READING OF THE FEBRUARY PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATIONS – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by Alan Campbell to approve the second reading of the personnel recommendations for the month of February 2010.

ORDER # 10-089 – APPROVAL OF THE SECOND READING OF THE FEBRUARY DECISION TO APPROVE THE KETS GOALS AND OUTCOMES FOR NHHS – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by Alan Campbell to approve the second reading of the KETS Goals and Outcomes document that included NHHS goals, strategies, and budget summary.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Mr. Dennison briefly reported on curriculum, instruction, and assessment items:

· The Professional Learning Communities (PLC) in core areas have reviewed standards and developed instructional focus calendars and are implementing common assessments.

· A brief discussion was held about mathematics moves.  Students who failed a math class or haven’t had a math sequence have been moved to a math class from an elective class.

· A discussion was also held on monies to fund Title I positions (ESS, math and reading coaches).

INFORMATION ITEMS:

· The council members received a copy of the student accident list, as well as the nurse’s report for February.

· Mr. Dennison reported that the Kentucky Department of Education may allow bonded money for some outdoor facility needs in the district.

ORDER # 10-090 – APPROVAL OF SECTION 7 NEEDS LIST – The motion was made by James Beard and seconded by Lynne Dewey to approve the 2010-11 Section 7 Needs List document as presented.

2010-11 STAFFING ALLOCATIONS – North Hardin currently has 58 certified slots.  (The library media specialist position has been used as a teacher slot in the past, and will continue to be used.)  Staffing allocations for the 2010-11 school year indicate four more slots.  The master schedule should be completed in April and the council will know at that time where the new teaching slots will be needed.

2009-10 SCHOOL BUDGET ALLOCATIONS – The current 2009-10 budget allocations were discussed for Title I funds, School Improvement funds, School Improvement Tier funds, and KETS funding.

CATS TESTING MOTIVATION STRATEGIES – Mr. Dennison updated the council members on ideas for CATS motivation strategies for the students.
