ISSUE:  
The Elementary Special Education Facilitators and the Brown Street Alternative Center Special Education Facilitator do not receive stipends.
FACTS:

The Middle and High School Special Education Facilitators are paid a stipend based on the number of special education personnel in their building.  The Elementary Special Education Facilitators and the Brown Street Alternative Center Special Education Facilitator have the same responsibilities yet they do not receive a stipend.  See attached charts and Special Education Facilitator Commitment.  At this time, two Elementary Special Education Facilitators and the Brown Street Special Education Facilitator’s salaries are paid from IDEA-B. Ten Elementary Special Education Facilitator’s salaries are paid from General Fund.  
RECOMMENDATION:

I move that the elementary and Brown Street Special Education Facilitators receive a stipend based on the number of special education personnel in their building.
