Hardin County Schools has developed and instituted an on-line e-school.   Additional bookkeeping and reporting requirements have been added as a result of this addition.  Currently the student services department has a part time position to oversee the truancy mediation program.  The truancy mediation position will be abolished and new clerk position will be added.  The new clerk will have the truancy mediation duties along with e-school and assisting with alternative programs.  This will be funded by the use of ARRA funding for half of the position and student services truancy mediation will fund the other half.  This position, once the ARRA funds are depleted, should be self funding based on seek reimbursement from e-school ADA.
Recommendation: 

I Recommend that the Hardin County Board of Education Approve the creation of a new clerk, student services at Level 6, 215 days per year and 7 ½ hours per day.
