SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING
MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – April 15, 2010

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was held on Thursday, April 15, 2010.  Principal Bill Dennison called the meeting to order.  Those present were:  James Beard, Traci Burke, Alan Campbell, Bill Dennison, Tony Garrison, Chuck Goodlet, Chelsie Mansell, and Ray Phelps.  Those absent were:  Julie Debibar, Lynne Dewey, Shelly Hendricks, and Lisa Taylor.  

ORDER # 10-093 - ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by Alan Campbell and seconded by James Beard to adopt the agenda for the April regular meeting.

ORDER # 10-094 – APPROVAL OF THE MARCH MINUTES – The motion was made by Alan Campbell and seconded by Chuck Goodlet to approve the minutes of the March meeting minutes.

ORDER # 10-095 – APPROVAL OF FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by James Beard to approve the monthly financial reports, the instructional funds report, and the bingo report for the month of February 2010.

ORDER # 10-096 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATIONS FOR 2010-2011 – The motion was made by Alan Campbell and seconded by Chuck Goodlet to approve the personnel recommendations for the 2010-2011 school year:  Dan Robbins to be hired as a counselor replacing Judy Campbell who is retiring; Dawn Wheeler to be hired as a business education teacher replacing Dan Robbins; Danielle Scott as head volleyball coach.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – The following visitors were present at the meeting:  Maria Batistoni, Kristin Hall, Mary Parker, and Rachel Wilson.

ORDER # 10-097 – APPROVAL OF THE SECOND READING OF THE FEBRUARY MEETING MINUTES – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by Chelsie Mansell to approve the second reading of the February meeting minutes.

ORDER # 10-098 – APPROVAL OF THE SECOND READING OF THE SECTION 7 NEEDS LIST – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by Chelsie Mansell to approve the second reading of the March meeting decision approving the 2010-11 Section 7 Needs List document.

ORDER # 10-099 – APPROVAL OF THE SECOND READING OF THE MARCH PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATIONS – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by Chelsie Mansell to approve the second reading of the personnel recommendations for the month of March 2010.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Mr. Dennison briefly reported on curriculum, instruction, and assessment items:

· The state testing window has been postponed to April 26-May 7th.

· Sophomore and junior testing groups have been named.  The “draft” has been completed and teachers are very excited about testing activities.  The school is also working on motivational activities for the students during testing.

· The ‘Master Schedule’ is almost complete.  Mrs. Carter will run the schedule very soon, looking for errors.

· The school district has allocated two positions out of School Improvement money.  Traci Burke will be assigned as the reading coach, and James Slaven will be assigned as the math coach for NHHS.  Rebecca Ousley, interventionist, will be assigned to assist at the high school level.

INFORMATION ITEMS:

· The council members received a copy of the student accident list, as well as the nurse’s report for March.

· The council members also received three sets of minutes from the assessment committee, as well as minutes from the climate committee.

ORDER # 10-100 – APPROVAL OF RECOMMENDATION TO USE LIBRARIAN POSITION IN 2010-11 AS A TEACHING POSITION – Mr. Dennison shared a handout that outlined the staffing allotment for NHHS for 2010-11.  The allocations are based on a projected enrollment of 1477, with a special education add-on of 80.  The motion was made by Chuck Goodlet and seconded by James Beard to use one library/media specialist position as a teaching position (current practice) for 2010-11.

ORDER # 10-101 – APPROVAL OF 2010-11 STAFFING ALLOCATIONS – Mr. Dennison shared that NHHS would receive four new regular education positions.  The recommendation is to add teaching slots in agriculture, mathematics (not including math coach), JROTC instruction, and in family/consumer science.  It was also recommended that under the Title I monies (3200G), there is enough money to hire an in-school suspension teacher, with any monies left over put toward a math interventionist.  The motion was made by Alan Campbell and seconded by James Beard to approve the 2010-11 Staffing Allocations as presented.

ORDER # 10-102 – APPROVAL OF PLAN TO REQUEST A DAYTIME WAIVER FROM ESS – The motion was made by Tony Garrison and seconded by Ray Phelps to create a plan to request a daytime waiver from ESS to use as interventions during the day.

PROJECT GRADUATION RESIGNATION – Mrs. Maria Batistoni, long-time coordinator for the North Hardin Project Graduation program, officially turned in her retirement notice as the project grad coordinator.  She will agree to help with the transition of a new coordinator, and she will be sorely missed.   A huge thank you for all her efforts over the years for NH graduates!

ORDER # 10-103 - ADJOURNMENT – The motion was made by Chuck Goodlet and seconded by James Beard to adjourn the meeting.
