COMMITTEE REPORTS – None  

OLD BUSINESS – An accident report for the past month was sent home to council members prior to the meeting for their review.  Ms. Bennett asked if there were any questions council had on the student accident summary.  There were none.

NEW BUSINESS – Ms. Bennett shared results from the Title I technical visit with council members.  The program is being funded effectively.  The state recommended a parent survey to go home every year instead of every 2 years.  The state also recommended the school compact in the handbook signed by the parent.    

Joyce Willow presented to council an outstanding invoice from school year 2004-05.  The invoice was a request for reimbursement to JT Alton from writing portfolio awards and counselor’s student awards. 

#06-0002- Nicole Kenline made the motion to resubmit the request for reimbursement to C.O. finance for payment from the 2004-05 school year, seconded by Roger Biggs.

Ms. Bennett communicated to council members that Jennifer Hilbert has been nominated for the Excel Award.

Ms. Bennett shared with council members out of district request submitted and building capacity projections for incoming sixth graders for the upcoming school year.  Ms. Bennett will be conducting a background check from the out of district request received.  Projection numbers for incoming 2006-07 sixth graders are low.

Ms. Bennett presented to council members an overview of winter scrimmage and Thinklink scores.  Scores indicate an overall improvement in all subject areas tested.   

Ms. Bennett presented an overview to council members from the CSIP revisions.  There will be more discussion with teachers at the January faculty meeting on how to approach, sustain, and maintain content areas.  The deadline is March 1st and it is anticipated to be on the April SBDM agenda.  

Ms. Bennett discussed with council members 2006-07 Professional Development plans.  The plans involve new core content and curriculum map updates.  Job embedded P.D. hours will continue and department meetings to rewrite scrimmage testing for fall and winter.  A professional development proposal should be on the SBDM agenda for February 14th meeting.

Ms. Bennett communicated to council the Language Arts textbook adoption committee will be on the February or March SBDM agenda to present textbook selections for council approval. 

Ms. Bennett presented to council information concerning SACS.  JT Alton was accredited at one time.  Information shared by Ms. Bennett indicates that of the five schools in Hardin County who are accredited only one is a middle school.  More information will be available at the next SBDM meeting in February.  

PERSONNEL – A third shift custodial position has been posted and a position for a Librarian has also been posted.  Theresa Ovesen has been hired for the Family Resource Vacancy at JT Alton and Vine Grove Elementary.

The next Site Based Council meeting is scheduled for Tuesday February 14th, 2006 at 4PM.  Mary Lou Emerine will serve as Facilitator; Anthony McCormick will serve as Resource Person.
