SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – January 12, 2006

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Thursday, January 11, 2006, at approximately 6:30 pm by Chairperson Bill Dennison. ORDER # 06-076– ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by Bill Dennison and 

seconded by Laura McGray to adopt the agenda.

ORDER # 06-077 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Carol Dymowski to approve the minutes of the December meeting.

ORDER # 06-078 – APPROVAL OF FINANCIAL REPORTS – Michelle Russell questioned several accounts which led to a motion by Michelle Russell and seconded by Kris Hodge to remove the accounts “Science Club-Wolfe”, #3533 and “Witten Scholarship”, #3551, from the reports, and to combine the “Matmaids” and “Dance Team” accounts into one account for Bingo funds distribution.  

PERSONNEL ACTIONS – Mr. Dennison announced that Ms. Sandra Sally, an instructional assistant, resigned to take a job with Civil Service at Fort Knox.  The vacancy will be posted and will appear on the personnel sheet at the February meeting.

VISITORS – Visitors included Alan Campbell, Melinda Greenwell, Shelly Hasty, Lin Linder, Tamara McPheron, Bob Moore, and Byron Nelson.

ORDER # 06-079 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF NOVEMBER MINUTES – The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Kris Hodge approve the second reading of the November meeting minutes.

ORDER # 06-080 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF DECEMBER MEETING HIRING RECOMMENDATIONS – The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Kris Hodge approve the second reading of the December meeting hiring recommendations.

ORDER # 06-081 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF DECEMBER DECISION TO APPROVE SCHOOL REPORT CARD NARRATIVES – The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Kris Hodge to approve the second reading of the December meeting decision to approve the School Report Card Narratives for the 2004-05 NHHS School Report Card.

ORDER # 06-082 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF DECEMBER DECISION TO APPROVE A PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT POLICY REVISION – The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Kris Hodge to approve the policy revision as proposed by the Professional Development committee to add the statement “Substitutes may be provided based on the availability of funds.”

DEPARTMENT CHAIR PRESENTATION

Mrs. Melinda Greenwell, chairman of the Special Education Department, presented information for the SBDM Council on how the special education department would be working to raise scores so that some gaps will be addressed between special needs students and their peers.  Areas of concern/ideas include the transition from 8th grade to 9th grade, annual case reviews, setting high expectations, learning strategies and small learning communities.  The special education department will begin meeting on a weekly basis to prepare for CATS testing.

UPDATE FROM CIA INSTRUCTOR – SHELLY HASTY – Shelly Hasty was present at the meeting to update the council members on items involving Curriculum, Instruction, and Assessment (CIA).  

· Portfolio Deadline of February 10 – Teachers will begin scanning portfolios and giving feedback to students

· Math Department – The math department is analyzing MAPS scores and can no access teacher reports and scores.

· MAPS Scores – Over the next 2 weeks, Ms. Hasty and Ms. Campbell will be sharing MAPS and PLAN scores with students.

· Principal’s Breakfast – Ms. Hasty and Mr. Dennison are working on an idea to celebrate student success by having a Principal’s Breakfast for students with straight As, perfect attendance, and exceptional test scores.  The students and parents will be invited to attend and the student will receive a certificate of achievement.

· The administration is working on creating a new typing lab to help with MAPS testing, portfolios, and classroom projects.

ORDER # 06-083 – APPROVAL OF ASSESSMENT COMMITTEE EXEMPTION POLICY – Mr. Bob Moore presented a brief history of the semester exams exemption policy as developed by the Assessment Committee.  The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Michelle Russell to approve the updated version of the Semester Exam exemption policy.

YOUTH SERVICE CENTER CONTINUATION GRANT – Ms. Tamara McPheron was present at the meeting to request the council’s approval and the principal’s signature to apply for the Youth Service Center Continuation Grant for 2006-08 in the amount of approximately $84,098.00.

THANK YOU – Mr. Dennison thanked and applauded the work of the Youth Service Center in helping especially with the victims of Hurricane Katrina.

PROJECT GRADUATION REQUEST – Because of a scheduling conflict, Mrs. Batistoni was not present to request funding from the council for Project Graduation.  This item will be placed on the February agenda.

ORDER # 06-084 – APPROVAL OF TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE’S PURCHASE REQUESTS – North Hardin has received $30,063.44 as the first allotment to the KETS budget.  A second allocation will hopefully be received in the spring for $10,000.  Ms. Linder was present at the meeting to submit the technology committee’s purchase requests in the amount of $29,245.00 – teacher workstations, computers for the second computer production lab to make it a class of 26 stations.  Teachers’ stations that are replaced will be used to create a new typing lab in room 102.  The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by Judy Campbell to approve the technology committee’s purchases.

VISITOR – Mr. Byron Nelson, Hardin County Schools' board member and NHHS parent, addressed the council on the Facilities Projects and Renovations being considered by the Board of Education, and the Governors Scholars process.

INFORMATION ITEMS 

· The council received copies of the monthly accident list, committees’ minutes, and the revised copy of the Professional Development Policy as approved at the last meeting.

· Mr. Dennison briefly reviewed last year’s Section 7 Request list and which items were funded by the Board of Education.

· The wind symphony performed a workshop concert in the gym under the direction of Dale Warren.

· A Title I audit was conducted at NHHS and we received rave reviews.

· On January 17, Mr. Dennison will be taking a group of scholars to the Louisville Science Center for an educational trip.

· Mr. Dennison is continuing his President’s Club meetings with the presidents and vice-presidents of all classes and the presidents of the Student Council, National Honor Society, and the Junior Beta Club.  A trip to the State Capitol is planned for this group.

· The wind symphony may get an invitation to play at the Rotunda in Frankfort.

ORDER # 06-85 - NEW BUSINESS – APPROVAL OF SECTION 7 MONEY REQUEST FOR ATHLETIC SOFTBALL/SOCCER COMPLEX LOCKERS – Athletic Director Alan Campbell was present at the meeting to report on the Title IX Audit and to request that the council approve placing lockers for the softball/soccer complex on the Section 7 request.  The motion was made by Laura McGray and seconded by Ray Phelps to approve placing the lockers on the section 7 request list for next year (approximately $5000) in order to keep sport equity at the school.
