CALL TO ORDER- The meeting was called to order by Laura Price. Members present were Laura Price, Rita Shultz, Stacy Brawner, Becky Dennis and Lisa Patterson.

CONSIDERATION OF AGENDA- Lisa Patterson made the motion to approve the agenda and Becky Dennis seconded.  The agenda was approved by the council.       

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS-  Trish Nall  represented the Curriculum and Instruction Committee.

APPROVAL OF  MINUTES- The minutes from the November 28th meeting were read and approved.   Rita Shultz made the motion to approve and Stacy Brawner seconded.       

POLICIES-  A) Minutes from the Committees were submitted to the council for review.  Trish Nall represented the Curriculum and Instruction Committee and presented the council with the updated Writing and Writing Portfolio Policy…  She explained the changes and updates of the policy. This was the 2nd reading of the revised policy.  Stacy Brawner made the motion to accept and Lisa Patterson seconded.  The policy was approved by the council.  B)  The council approved the updated  Staff Family Fund Policy pending the approval of the staff.  This was the 2nd reading of this policy.  Stacy Brawner made the motion to accept and Rita Shultz seconded.  C)  The council had the 1st reading of the Family Resource and Youth Center-SBDM Policy Agreement.  Rita Shultz made the motion to accept and Becky Dennis seconded.     

REPORTS- A) The January financial report was read and approved by the council…Becky Dennis made the motion to approve and  Stacy Brawner seconded.  B) Mrs. Price gave an update on the progression of the playground.  The PTA has approximately $12,000.00 in the playground fund.  They are actively pursuing grants to help with the cost of the 70’x80’ fenced in area.  C) Mrs. Price informed the council that Scott-Foresman has been chosen county wide as the reading textbook adoption series.

OTHER DISCUSSION ITEMS- Mrs. Price reported to the council that Creekside has $6000.00 in Title I funds that has to be spent before the end of the 2005-2006 school year.  Mrs. Price had two proposals to present to the council for utilizing the funds…The first position would be for a certified position to organize Title I paperwork.  This would be hourly wage for approximately 3 hours per week.  The other position would be for a certified person to oversee the writing process.  This would be a maximum of 8 hours a week.  These positions will be hired at the principal’s discretion.  Becky Dennis made the motion to approve and Rita Shultz seconded.  The motion was approved by the council.

B) The CSIP Goals for Creekside are due April 14th.  This will be brought before the staff for input, needs, and revisions.  C) The Creekside SBDM Council Parent and Teacher elections will be held later this spring.  Parent elections will be held March 23rd and teacher elections will be held later.
