MINUTES

JANUARY 11, 2006

The Rineyville Elementary School-Based Decision Making Council convened in the cafeteria on January 11, 2006.  Meeting was called to order by Mr. Coffey at 2:30.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS

The council recognized the following visitors: Jennifer Baker, Sarah Bunnell, Allison Scherer, Jennifer Wiseman, and Pam Johns.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The council reviewed the minutes of the December 12 meeting.  Mr. Adams made a  motion to approve the minutes.  Ms. Winchell seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

FINANCIAL REPORT

December Financial Reports were reviewed by the committee.

Family Resource Center  Jennifer Baker, Family Resource Center coordinator, discussed their Policy Agreement with the SBDM, which is attached.   Accounting of center funds is in compliance with Kentucky Statutes.  Motion to approve adoption of policy agreement was made by Ms. Harris and seconded by Ms. Crockard.  Motion carried by consensus.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Technology Committee report was given by Ms. Johns, as attached.  Brain Pop program is now running.  The program is geared for third grade and up.  She is deciding which computers to install it on.  All 3rd through 5th grade students have taken the Learning Styles Inventory.  The program has proven too difficult for some third graders.  Next years’ KETS funding should be announced at next week’s meeting.  There is $2300 left in this years’ budget.  We plan to have two computer labs at our new school.  We are continuing to work to improve the school website.  We will add the SBDM minutes to the web page.

Professional Development report was presented by Ms. Scherer, as attached.  We are checking to be sure that all teachers have received the required 24 hours of PD.  The goal for map testing is 12 hours; 6 hours have been completed.  Debbie Suitor is exploring ideas for next year’s presenters.  The teachers have suggested that we receive training on the new textbooks.  Open response questions should match the text.  Mr. Adams suggested team-building tours for Professional Development.

Climate Committee report was presented by Ms. Circle, as attached.  Awards night was on November 7 and was a big success.  Several 6th graders returned to receive their awards.  Christmas Secret Pal endeavor was great fun, and the Christmas party was nice.  Stephanie Lucas also hosted a Christmas party, which was fun for all who were able to 

attend.  We are developing a phone tree for emergencies, such as school cancellations, etc.  Air quality testing showed that the inside air was better than the outside air.  This will be discussed further today. 

Component reports will be presented at the February meeting.

ACCIDENT REPORTS

There was one accident on the outside steps, two in the classroom, one in the gym and one on the stairs – good month.

AIR QUALITY

Mr. Coffey referred to an e-mail message that he received from David Wyatt, which stated that  Luke Bramblett had surveyed the school for environmental concerns regarding renovation/demolition.  He did not encounter any mold problem.  Ms. Winchell asked if any further testing will be done.  Mr. Coffey has asked that it be done.  Ms. Winchell also asked for a written inspection report.  Mr. Coffey stated that we are third best in attendance in the county, therefore, attendance does not indicate that there is a problem.  The rooms concerned do not indicate an attendance problem.  Primary grade attendance is usually going to be somewhat lower than the upper grades.  Ms. Winchell would like a visual inspection report. Mr. Coffey thinks that everything has been done that can be done.  He will ask Mr. Wyatt to send us a visual inspection report.  Ms. Winchell also wants additional rooms (basement and library) to be tested.  Mr. Coffey is not sure if Mr. Wyatt will find it necessary to test the basement and library, but he has asked for these tests.  No other parents have come to Mr. Coffey with this concern, but Ms. Winchell stated that they have come to her stating that there is a problem in the school.  Ms. Winchell still thinks that there is an issue and that there is a concern regarding the air quality.  Ms. Harris stated that we, as a school based council have not actually requested the investigation of the problem, but that Mr. Coffey has asked for it.  Mr. Adams asked that we get the final report and then let the issue rest.  Mr. Coffey will ask for a written report on the library and the basement.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Adams emphasized that we need to be sure we are prepared for emergencies, such as tornadoes, especially considering the recent tornado activity in the area.  Mr. Coffey replied that we conduct regular drills for weather/fire emergencies, and that we were able to contain the students in a safe area during the recent tornado threat.  We will be sure to continue to improve our readiness.
