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A public hearing was held at Beechwood Independent Schools (Cafeteria) on June 1, 2023, at 5:45 p.m. (local time).  The purpose of the public hearing was to propose a new District Facility Plan developed by the Beechwood Independent Local Planning Committee. Nine of the members of the Local Planning Committee (LPC) voted unanimously in favor of the proposed new plan on May 2, 2023 and the Board voted unanimously (4-0, one member was absent) to approve the new plan on May 8, 2023. 
 

There were 2 individuals in attendance – Joseph Hayes, Architect, served as the locally-appointed hearing officer, and Brian Vanover, Director of Operations for Beechwood Independent Schools.  

 
COMMENTS

Joseph Hayes called the public hearing to order. The hearing officer outlined the purpose of the hearing and the hearing procedures in accordance with 702 KAR 1:001.  It was explained that those persons wishing to speak would be given the opportunity and that written statements would be accepted. All considerations will be made available to the Kentucky Board of Education via the hearing officer's report.  The hearing officer read the proposed new District Facility Plan which includes:

New Construction and Renovations (Priority 2)

· Beechwood High School: Campus expansion for High School and Garage; construct Agri-Science research and development building
Construction of Non-Educational Additions and Expansions (Priority 3)
· Beechwood High School: Cafeteria expansion
· Beechwood Elementary School: Cafeteria expansion
Management Support Areas (Priority 4)
· New maintenance and storage facility
· New parking garage with 150 spaces
Discretionary Construction (Priority 5)

· Beechwood Elementary School: Replace / renovate playground areas
· Clear hillside between stadium and maintenance garage (for future use)
· Athletic Upgrades: New concession stands and restroom facilities at lower and upper fields; replacement pressbox facilities (lower and both upper fields); replace field turf (lower field); replace tennis courts and retaining wall
· Replace fence at property perimeter (I-75 side of campus)

· No one was in attendance from the general public; therefore, no comments were received and the meeting was adjourned.
