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Last season the PAC served over 55,000 people with 75 events and over 900 hours on stage.  Even so, the PAC saw a 20-25% decrease in attendance.  Let’s face it.  During tough times, we all must evaluate how we spend our money.  So this season, the PAC has redoubled its efforts to make the arts affordable through “PAC Play Dough”, early bird discount codes, our “5 for 5” offer and the return of season ticket packages.  In addition, we are offering more variety and higher quality entertainment than any other venue in our area.  So, if it’s been awhile since you visited, now is the time to spend less and see more and Blast off with the PAC for a season that is truly Out of this World.
A few more statistics, in greater detail….

As the 2009-10 school year and PAC season of events come to a close, the PAC is pleased to announce that nearly 2200 adults participated in productions at the PAC and 25, 682 public audience members attended PAC performances for a total public participation of 27,831.

Proudly, 14,575 students participated in productions at the PAC and 14,207 attended performances for a total student participation of 28,785.
Interestingly, 75 events took place over 233 days with nearly 620 hours of rehearsals, 284 hours of performances totaling more than 900 hours in production!
In comparison to last season:
· Public audience attendance was down 21 %.( Economics and a harsh winter are possible reasons for the down turn.) 
· Student audience attendance was down 27 %.( not being able to present the PAC to GO program due to Kentucky Repertory Theatre’s production cancellation (previously offered to 5000 students) can be attributed to the decline.)
JUNE in REVIEW:
On June 2- 6, 300 Center Stage Dance Studio students directed by Yvonne Groves performed in 3 recitals before audiences totaling nearly 2300.
On June 10, 20 Allegro Dance Theatre Musical Theatre Camp students directed by 
Carol Zagar performed before an audience of nearly 100.
