Adult Education Services on Elizabethtown Community and Technical College Campus. (ECTC)   

Proposal:
Request for approval to enter into an agreement with ECTC   

Facts:
The Hardin County Adult Education program has traditionally offered educational services for those adults in the county who want to improve their basic skills so that they can go to college. 

Due to the change in college enrollment criteria for Fall 2010, that requires a higher ACT score for entry into credit classes, ECTC is anticipating a higher number of students in need of remedial services and is unable to serve the expected increase. 

ECTC has invited adult education programs in their area to partner with them to offer basic skill improvement classes on campus for these remedial students.

Discussion: 
The Hardin County Adult Education program would like to place one full time instructor and several part time instructors on the ECTC campus to help the community address this need.
Reaching enrollment numbers as required by the state has increased in difficulty for the adult education program over the past few years due to the reduction in number of those residents who do not have a high school diploma. 

By offering classes on the ECTC campus the Adult Education Program hopes to increase enrollment numbers and address a need that will allow the students of ECTC complete their education at a higher rate. 
ECTC is a handicap accessible location. 


There will be no rental charge or fees for use of the ECTC location. 


ECTC will provide additional support for adult education by dedicating several work study students to the program. 

Conclusion:
Allowing the Hardin County Adult Education program to provide services on campus will allow adult education to increase their enrollment numbers and provide a much needed services to the students at that location. This partnership will assist students in completing their educational goals. 
Recommendation: The Hardin County Board of Education should approve the agreement with Elizabethtown Community and Technical College. .   

Recommended Motion: Move that the Hardin County Board of Education approve an agreement with Elizabethtown Community and Technical College that allows placement of adult education instructors on campus to provide remedial assistance.
