Classroom Teachers

Elementary:  Classroom teachers determined by cap.  K-1 cap 24:1; 2-3 cap 24:1; 4th grade cap 28:1; 5th grade cap 29:1; plus one teacher granted by Board.  
*Art, Music, P.E:
One each per school with 25 sections or less




1.5 each per school with 26-38 sections




2.0 each per school with 39-50 sections

* This is determined on core classrooms only and not extra positions granted by the Board.

Middle Schools:  Classroom teachers determined by cap.  Grade 6 cap 29:1; Grades 7 and 8 cap **31:1, multiply classroom teachers determined by cap by 1.2** plus four teachers pursuant to KRS 157.360 (5) (B) in addressing class size maximums. 

High Schools: Classroom teachers 1 per 22 students plus 3.5 teachers.  This policy includes provisions for self-contained special education students, half day vocational students, and an athletic director.   

Categorical Programs:  Programs under which funding and restricted fund use are specifically set by the funding authority and are not in the general fund (702 KAR 3.246.)

Categorical programs are excluded from Section 4 staff allocation to schools.  Examples of categorical programs in public schools may be:

1. Title I

2. Title II
3. Special Education (IDEA-B)

4. Gifted Education

5. Migrant Program

6. School Food Service

7. Etc. 


Principals

            One (1) principal per school.

Assistant Principals, Vice Principals, Guidance Counselors, and Librarians (See attached enrollment thresholds.)
Number determined by school enrollment.  Enrollment shall include preschool students.

Kindergarten Instructional Aides
24:1 based on equivalent (FTE) kindergarten student enrolled.
Secretaries and Staff Support Assistants for Office


Clerical = .076 x CS + .001 x SE


CS = number of certified staff


SE = student enrollment

Use calculation then add 0.5 Staff Support Assistant per elementary school.  Enrollments to include full FTE.

Custodians

Custodians = .75 x .03 x CS + .75 x .001 x SE + .75 x .045 x .001 x SF

 *CS = number of certified staff


SE = student enrollment


SF = square feet

*To include certified Special Education Teachers.
