SLC Committee

Successes and Completion of NHHS Projects

· NHHS participated in a KDE Scholastic Audit.

· North Hardin passed the accreditation renewal process by SACS CASI (Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Council on Accreditation and School Improvement).

· A SACS/scholastic audit planning and action guide was created to assist in utilizing the reports findings to drive school change.

· PLCs in the four core content areas were formed. Members were trained in unpacking the content standards, writing common assessments, developing “I Can” statements, and the use of the instructional focus planning calendars.

· “Dashboard data” for sophomores and Juniors (this is a compilation of past KCCT, Explore, PLAN, MAP –RIT scores) were developed and presented to teachers.

· Proficiency targets were established with departments in all tested core content areas. 

· Developed a standard lesson plan format that will be used school wide.

· Updated our school walk-thru tool.

· Our Master schedule was developed which included common planning time for teachers in the four core content areas (Math, Science, Social Studies and Language Arts) 

· In its third year, the AVID program (Advancement Via Individual Determination) was offered to Freshman, Sophomore and Junior students.

· NHHS successfully implemented the third year of the Literacy First process, both intensive reading and comprehensive (within content areas).

· Big Blue Crews (advisor/advisee) were further developed to promote stronger student-staff relationships, goal setting, working together on the ILP process, scheduling classes and discussing test preparations.

· The District Interventionist resource teacher worked with students who failed their first semester Algebra I class during the second semester.

· The Comprehensive School Improvement Plan (CSIP) was reviewed and impact checks were conducted mid-year and approved by the SBDM council.

· In the 2009-2010 school year, Math, Language Arts, Science and Social Studies departments analyzed IPR data to identify trends in multiple choice, and open response sub domain performance in order to focus on improved student achievement.

· Freshman and sophomore students completed the fall, winter and spring MAP assessments.  The test results were used to determine the students’ instructional needs in reading and math.

· The Presidents’ Club traveled to Frankfort with Mr. Dennison and met with Senator Tori and Representative Tim Moore.  The President’s Club also attended a High School Student Leadership Conference at WKU.

· The Fifth Annual Principal’s Breakfast was organized, and students who had either perfect attendance, made the honor roll, or scored proficient and distinguished on the CATS test were recognized. Over 500 students were invited to the Principals’ breakfast this year.  

· The Senior Class Sponsor held a Senior Night for parents to provide them with information about senior activities and costs. 

Goals for 2009-2010

· Professional development opportunities will be provided to increase the number of teachers using effective classroom teaching strategies (Literacy First), to incorporate the SMARTBOARD in classroom instruction, to implement student centered as well as culturally responsive classroom activities, to develop rigorous assessments, to create higher level questioning and to utilizing flexible grouping in classrooms. 

· To administer and analyze formative assessments to increase student learning as measured MAP and Common Assessments.

· Continued analysis of assessment data and student work will be used to continuously monitor and modify instruction to meet students’ academic needs and to support proficient work.

· To continue to focus on delivering a rigorous and relevant curriculum while developing meaningful relationships with our students. (Teacher-led; “Not what… Why?” initiative)

· Intentional focus on the maximum use of instructional time through bell-to-bell instruction.

· To improve student relations with staff, improve parental relations and improve staff/staff relationships.
