DISCUSSION:
Under the provisions of KRS.158.060 and KRS.158.070, setting School Month, School Day, and School Term, the Hardin County Board of Education, along with approving the 187-day calendar for the school district, must also approve the starting and dismissal times for each school.   The Board of Education must ensure that all students meet the minimum requirement of a six-hour (360-minute) instructional day or its equivalent of 1062 hours.  

The Board of Education will need to approve the starting and ending times for the local schools for the 2024/25 school year.
