CALL TO ORDER- The meeting was called to order by Laura Price. Members present were Laura Price, Rita Shultz, Stacy Brawner, Becky Dennis, Lisa Patterson and Mary Key.

CONSIDERATION OF AGENDA- Mrs. Price added the SACC Report to the agenda items.  Becky Dennis made the motion to approve the amended agenda and Rita Shultz seconded.  The agenda was approved by the council.       

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS-  Trish Nall  represented the Curriculum and Instruction Committee and Mary Donna Atcher represented the Assessment Committtee.

APPROVAL OF  MINUTES- The minutes from the January 30th meeting were read and approved.   Stacy Brawner made the motion to approve and Lisa Patterson seconded. 

REPORTS-  A) Minutes from the Committees were submitted to the council for review.  Trish Nall represented the Curriculum and Instruction Committee and discussed upcoming student events with the council and Mary Donna Atcher reviewed the Assessment Committee minutes with the council.  B)  The February financial report was read and approved by the council…Becky Dennis made the motion to accept and Stacy Brawner seconded.        

POLICIES- A)  The council conducted the second reading of the Family Resource and Youth Center SBDM Policy Agreement.  Mary Key made the motion to accept and Stacy Brawner seconded.  Mrs. Price will sign off on the policy and it will be added to the Creekside Policies.  Mrs. Price informed the council at the last meeting that Scott-Foresman has been chosen county wide as the reading textbook adoption series.  The SBDM Council agreed to use this as the Creekside series.

OTHER DISCUSSION ITEMS- A) The CSIP Goals for Creekside are due April 14th.  This was brought before the staff for input, needs, and revisions.  B) The Creekside SBDM Council Parent elections will be held March 23rd and teacher elections will be held March 15th at the staff meeting.  C) The Creekside SBDM Council expressed verbal commitment to use the Thoughtful Learning Process as a focus for Instructional/Strategies Practices.  This will be a three year process.  D)  Mrs.Price informed the council about staff allocations for the 2006-2007 school year.  She explained the specific proposed cuts…½ Counselor, ½ Fine Arts, 2 Classroom Teachers, 1 Office Mgr, 1 Clerk, and ½ Assistant… and presented the council members with copies of the 2006-2007 SBDM Needs List that will be presented to the Board of Education Cabinet.  Mrs. Price will request Section 7 funds to cover the positions that are affected by the proposed staff cuts.
