· Physical Education – drop Softball/Volleyball

· Math – rewording of Algebra I, Part I and Algebra I, Part II

· Band – add Percussion Ensemble

· Agriscience – drop Agricultural Business, Agricultural Com-munications, and Equine Science.  Add Advanced Animal Science (Duel Credit), Agricultural Sales and Marketing.  Change name of Agriscience to Principles of Agriculture.

· English – rewording of English III, English IV, College Prep English IV, Journalism (Newspaper).  Drop Introduction to Journalism and Journalism (Creative Arts Magazine).

· Add Kaplan ACT prep course.
