SUBJECT:    Carol M. White Physical Education Program (PEP) Grant
REQUEST

This is to request permission for the Hardin County schools to apply for the Carol M. White Physical Education Program (PEP) Grant.

DISCUSSION

The Carol M. White Physical Education Program provides grants to initiate, expand, or improve physical education programs, including after-school programs, for students in one or more grades from kindergarten through 12th grade in order to help students make progress toward meeting State standards for physical education. (No ROTC or team sports allowed.)

Local educational agencies (LEAs); community-based organizations (including faith-based organizations); and combinations of those groups. Note:  Only districts may apply on behalf of one or more schools.

Deadline:  April 12, 2006

Awards:  $100,000 to $500,000 per year  (this is a three year grant).

Matching Funds:  10 percent of the grant in Year 1; 25 percent in Years 2 and 3 – which may be met by using other non-Federal resources such as donated staff time or salary for the Project Director.  Another example of an acceptable match is the cost of substitutes while teachers are being trained.  Salaries of your current PE teachers cannot be used to satisfy the matching requirement.  The match cannot obligate the Hardin County Board.
All PEP projects must initiate, expand, and improve physical education programs (including after-school programs) in order to make progress toward meeting State standards for physical education for kindergarten through 12th grade students by (1) providing equipment and support to enable students to participate actively in physical education activities; and (2) providing funds for staff and teacher training and education. The six program elements are:

1. fitness education and assessment to help students understand, improve, or maintain their physical well-being;

2. instruction in a variety of motor skills & physical activities to enhance the physical, mental, and social or emotional development of each students;

3. development of, and instruction in, cognitive concepts about motor skill and physical fitness that support a lifelong healthy lifestyle;

4. opportunities to develop positive social and cooperative skills through physical activity participation;

5. instruction in healthy eating and good nutrition;opportunities for PD for teachers of physical education to stay abreast of the latest research, issues, and trends in the field of physical education.)
Other Important Information:

· Needs assessments must be based on identified needs of your students and must link to gaps/weaknesses in meeting your state’s standards.

· Also, you must design your project around your state standards, not just increased fitness.
RECOMMENDATION:

The Coordinator of Grant Applications & Reporting recommends that the Hardin County schools be allowed to apply for the Carol M. White Physical Education Program (PEP) Grant.
