Shortened School Day for a Student with Disabilities
ISSUE:
The Admissions and Release Committee has determined that a shortened school day is appropriate for this student with significant disabilities.  Enclosed are the following:
· Notice of Shortened School Day Form
· Physician’s Report
· ARC documentation of the decision for a shortened school day
· The Individual Education Program for the student
FACTS:
The student has significant disabilities, which will require trials with different medications. This student is currently experiencing paranoia, is self-threatening, and has major anger and frustration issues.  He is unable to handle the stress and activity level of a full day.
CONCLUSION:
A shortened school day would allow the student to adapt to the changes in medication, increased one-to-one therapy, and time to generalize strategies to gradually enter back into a full day of school. 

RECOMMENDATION:
A shortened school day is recommended.
RECOMMENDED MOTION
I move the Board of Education grant the Admissions and Release Committee's request for a shortened school day for this student with disabilities.
