Accountability

· All public schools in Kentucky, both Title I and Non-Title I, will be held accountable for student performance through Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) status included in No Child Left Behind (NCLB) reports.

Test Design

· Kentucky schools completed the 2010 Kentucky Core Content Test (KCCT) in five (5) content areas: 
· Reading (3,4,5;   6,7,8;  10) 
· Mathematics (3,4,5;  6,7,8;   11) 
· Science (4, 7, 11)
· Social Studies (5, 8, 11) 

· Writing On-Demand (5, 8, 12)
Reports

· Individual student reports and student performance level definitions have not changed. Students will still receive reports that place their performance in each content area into the categories of: 
· Novice (low/medium/high) 
· Apprentice (low/medium/high) 
· Proficient and Distinguished (P/D)
Scoring

· In the past schools received an Academic and Accountability Index score based on a scale from 0 – 140 which utilized a formula that included all of the students’ scores.  The new reports no longer include this index number. Instead, these reports only include percentages of students who scored Proficient or Distinguished. So, now the highest score possible is 100. Students who scored at the Novice or Apprentice level are not included in the overall percentages.
Results
· The following schools met Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP):

· These three areas did not meet Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP): 
· Henderson County School District – 14 of 16 Target Goals met – Did not meet Annual Measurable Objective for students with Disability Reading and students with Disability Math.  District Improvement – Year 1: Notify parents, revise district improvement plan, request technical assistance if needed and may be subject to Kentucky Department of Education corrective action.

· Jefferson Elementary – 9 of 10 Target Goals met – Did not meet Other Academic Indicator. No Tier of Consequences assigned.

· Henderson County High School – 10 of 16 Target Goals met – Did not meet Annual Measurable Objective in these categories of students: Reading: Disability;                    Math: All, White, African American, Free/Reduced Lunch, and Disability. HCHS is not a Title I school, so no Tier of Consequences, however the school is Eligible for state assistance.
Observations
District:

· In the Reading Academic Areas, the percentage of students scoring Proficient/Distinguished increased by 9% from 2009 to 2010. 
· In the Math Academic Areas, the percentage of students scoring Proficient/Distinguished increased by 4% from 2009 to 2010. 
· Graduation Rate increased 5%.

· Percentage (%) of students scoring Novice decreased by 2%.

· In the Science, Social Studies and Writing On Demand Academic areas, the percentage of Proficient/Distinguished scores from 2009 to 2010 increased by 2%.
Elementary:

· Three (3) content areas -- Reading, Math, Science—had an increase in the percentages of Proficient/Distinguished scores from 2009 to 2010.

· Reading – 3% increase

· Math – 3% increase

· Science – 8% increase
Middle:

· Four (4) content areas -- Reading, Math, Social Studies and Writing On Demand—had an increase in the percentages of Proficient/Distinguished scores from 2009 to 2010.
· Reading – 10% increase [Significant difference]
· Math – 5% increase

· Social Studies – 9% increase

· Writing On Demand – 2% increase 

High:
· Four (4) content areas -- Reading, Math, Science and Writing On Demand—had an increase in the percentages of Proficient/Distinguished scores from 2009 to 2010.

· Reading – 23% increase [Extremely significant difference] 
· Math – 4% increase

· Science – 6.5% increase

· Writing On Demand – 13% increase [Significant difference]
· Graduation Rate increased 9%

· Percentage (%) of students scoring Novice in Reading decreased by 3.5%

· Percentage (%) of students scoring Novice in Math decreased by 7%
· High school reading and math scores were highest among all neighboring school districts

Next Steps
· Math/Literacy/Science Standards – aligning our standards to the new state approved Common Core national standards.
· Continue Math Response to Intervention (RTI) at the secondary level since there were promising results for our freshmen and sophomores last year.

· Continue the Reading and Math RTI process across the district. This is a method of identifying where students need the most help and working to strengthen that deficit.
· Focus on instructional strategies that are research-based and proven to maximize student achievement 
· Math in Focus – monitor and implement in elementary and expand math program concepts to secondary

· Continue our partnership with the International Center for Leadership in Education (ICLE-Model Schools)
· RAISE committee – Raising Achievement in Secondary Education established four (4) priorities to assure district will meet Board Goal 1 by 2015. (100 % College and Career Readiness)                     

· Special Education:

· Moved staff to HCHS from elementary level thus reducing number of students in co-teaching classes
· Expand and build upon co-teaching model that was implemented last year

· Staff at all secondary schools meet regularly to review individual student’s progress

· Aligning Special Education instruction with General Education to enhance the delivery of research-based reading programs

· Laying The Foundation training included not only general education but special education secondary teachers (LTF is a model/method of teaching that increases rigor and relevance in daily instruction.)

· Proactive in monitoring and intervening to change strategies when needed. 

Quote from Superintendent, Dr. Thomas L. Richey
“The school district continues to make academic growth across the board as indicated by the yearly snapshot of annual yearly progress.  The target areas of reading and math indicated an increased number of students scoring at the proficient/distinguished levels. Over the past four years, in reading, elementary schools have demonstrated a gain from 80.7 to 85.6 %, while middle schools have increased from 66.2% to 80.3% and the high school demonstrated a quantum leap from 52.8% to 70.2%. Math scores for elementary increased from 69.1% to 80.7%, middle schools gained from 48.2% to 68.2% and the high school increased from 33.1% to 38.2%. The district continues to make progress and math will become the major focus in the coming months at an accelerated rate.  Reading and Math for students with disabilities failed to meet the required benchmarks, which caused the district to meet only 14 out of the 16 requirements.  While making progress in the targeted areas, much work remains to be done to create success for each child in the district schools.  The ultimate goal is to continue a strong academic focus in the core subject areas to enable every child to have the opportunity to achieve proficient/ distinguished, with an expectation they do so.  For students already achieving those benchmarks, the district will continue to focus academic rigor and enrichment in all subject areas to enable students to graduate prepared for any post secondary educational opportunity.”
