Issue: New Haven School wishes to seek funding via the Pepsi Refresh Project to create a 22nd Century Learning Environment at the school. The Pepsi Refresh Project is an online contest that asks people to vote for their favorite project ideas that have been submitted online. Pepsi accepts 1,000 ideas every month in a variety of categories, including education. Funded ideas include playgrounds for special needs children ($50,000); a videography project ($50,000) and a project to bring “goodness” projects into elementary schools teaching children how to activate their “inate goodness” ($25,000). New Haven School believes it has a winning idea with its 22nd Century Learning Environment.  As of Wednesday, October 13, there were 1150 ideas in the running in the October Pepsi Refresh grant cycle, with $1,300,000 available for top vote getters. New Haven School wishes to participate in the next, and perhaps future, contests.
