There are many wonderful things happening in both of our buildings, and we are fortunate to have Rob Sanders and Danielle Carr leading the way. Please see the updates and information below from each building coordinator:
Rob Sanders - Grandview Elementary Family Resource Center
As we wrap up fall activities and prepare for the holiday season, the Student Care Team and Tigers Read programs are in full swing, meeting on alternate weeks throughout the year. I recently attended the FRYSC Fall Institute, completing my training requirements for the year. Hubbard’s Cupboard is well-stocked and running smoothly, and the Food Pantry is currently serving an average of 10 families per month. We recently received $6,300 in cash and gift card donations from Educate NKY, providing valuable resources. Grandview Elementary Basketball is starting up, with practices beginning this week and the season launching in early December. Additionally, our non-perishable food drive will kick off next week, and Thanksgiving dinners are scheduled for distribution on November 22.

Danielle Carr, Bellevue High School Youth Service Center
At the recent Regional Meeting, we reviewed highlights from the Fall Institute, which many agreed was the best one yet. Preparations for the holiday season are underway with Rob Sanders, and we’re also gearing up for National Homelessness Awareness Week; Ericka Huff has created awareness posters for both schools. I’ll be attending the upcoming conference for the National Association for the Education of Homeless Children to further our efforts. Since October 1, we have recorded 192 student contacts and 25 parent contacts, reflecting our ongoing support and outreach.
Tigers Read
Tigers Read began on Friday, October 11th, and we're excited to have 30 high school students volunteering for the program this year. Each of our 29 second-grade students has been paired with a reading buddy, ensuring personalized attention and support. The program takes place twice a month and focuses on reading content aligned with the current Wonders curriculum at GES. It's wonderful to see this program continue to grow!
So far, they've had two meetings. In the first session, the pairs did a get-to-know-you activity, and last week, they read fables and practiced sequencing.
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
