He also explained that he and the EIS chairman had a meeting per a request from both boards.  He stated that they had a good meeting and discussed several issues.  One issue discussed was creating a Community Group to discuss education in Hardin County and make suggestions to both boards.  He also explained that they both agreed to meet every 6-8 weeks.  

Mr. Fowler stated that he understands grandfathering high school students could be important because it is a memorable time for high school students.  He also stated that he does not understand why both boards signed a contract three years ago if we were not going to work towards honoring that agreement.  He stated that the provision was still available for students to still attend the school that they are currently enrolled in but pay tuition.  Mr. Nelson stated that it would be unfair to the families that did try to live by the rules and moved.  Ms. Emary explained that it is a black and white issue.  We have a contract, live by it.  Mr. Lewis explained to the board that EIS did approve contracts students for the 2006-2007 school year.  The board took no action so therefore the only students that will receive reciprocal agreement status for the 2006-2007 school year is employee’s children.
