IGNITE PASSION AWARD
The Ignite Passion Award recognizes individuals or groups that have demonstrated exceptional commitment and efforts in fostering passion and enthusiasm within Oldham County Schools. As noted last month, recipients of the Ignite Passion Award are not merely achievers; they are catalysts for positive change, transforming the atmosphere and culture within their school or within the school district. Buckner Elementary’s Ignite Passion Award winner is Erin Marvin. Erin is truly a remarkable educator and leader who goes above and beyond in every possible way. She is always the first to step in and support her colleagues, especially when staffing is tight, ensuring that everyone feels supported and valued. Erin is a champion for student engagement, creating numerous clubs and activities that give students meaningful ways to connect and grow.
