I.  OPENING BUSINESS

AGENDA APPROVAL

The committee reviewed and approved the agenda for the meeting. We need to also discuss Policy and By-Laws Revisions.

August meeting minutes were reviewed by the committee.

      III.        RECOGNITION OF VISITORS

The committee recognized the following visitors: Stephanie Lucas, Carleena Sheeran, Matt Reed, Pam Johns and Helene Harris.

     IV.        COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. Curriculum/Technology Committee report was presented by Pam Johns.  The first AR party is Game Day on Oct. 1.  Technology needs are DVD players, tuner/cable boxes.  Ms. Johns will survey our needs.  We can get them at a reasonable price and will try to use KETS funds.  We also need some new document cameras.  Some classes have 30 or more students and the computer lab is only set up for 29 computers.  Ms. Johns will look into options.  Ms. Arant stated that when her class had over that number, they split up between the 2 computer labs.

B. Climate/Student Services Committee report was presented by Ms. Lucas.  The committee is requesting a parent to be on their committee.  The committee is preparing for Grandparents’ Day.  They have discussed dress-up days.  PTA has requested one for Friday before fall break - Hat Day where $1.00 will be collected for the playground.  Patriotic Picnic is on Sep. 23, which will be Red White & Blue Day.  The adopt-a-hallway program is still in the planning stage.  Ms. Ryan is looking into assigning buddy classes to specific hallways, also to police the perimeter around the building.  Next meeting is Oct. 12.

V. BUDGET REPORT/FINANCIAL REPORTS

The committee reviewed the August Financial Reports.   

VI. ACCIDENT REPORTS

This month, there were 21 accidents on the playground (several were beestings, which we are trying to deal with), 2 in the classroom, 2 in the gym, 1 in the cafeteria and 3 in the halls.

VII. STUDENT SUCCESSES

· The following students have been chosen as members of Rineyville’s 4th District Treble Chorus:  James Brewer, Sydney Brown, Emily Carman, Brooks Dowdell, Madison Hillberry, Makynzie Hummel, Elisha Malunay, Gwenyth Metz, Emily Peropat and Joshua Wagner.
· Ms. Lucas presented a report of Rineyville’s NRT Scores (attached).  These are based on a National Norm.  Third grade students were highest in Math and Reading in the district (out of 12 schools).  Fourth grade students were 4th & 5th.   Fifth grade students were second in Reading and 6th in Math.  Our special education population scores appeared to be higher than in years past..  Some of our higher students did not do as well as expected. 
· KCCT Test scores will be coming out soon.
VIII. PLANNING

· We have had 3 PLC meetings with teachers.  Teachers should bring the following to PLC meetings:  Open Response, On Demand, Thoughtful Ed strategies.  We will set dates for common assessments.
· Ms. Stith said that the teachers need to know what they are expected to teach and that they need to be accountable for it.  Standards should match the pacing guides.  Ms. Arant stated that the new pacing guides can be found on-line.  It can be found on the school server and is organized in folders.  Ms. Lucas could bring the agenda from each PLC meeting to SBDM meetings, but would not have time to collect data each month.  She likes the idea of highlighting the pacing guides with progress from each nine weeks.  Ms. Sheeran stated that SBDM can look at the common assessment results at the end of each 9 weeks using spreadsheets until they become adept at using the “calculator” that comes with the program.  The county is getting a new learning check for Reading and Math.  Core content might not match Everyday Math each quarter, but eventually the learning checks will all be covered.
· By-Law and Policy revisions need to be made.  Lincoln Trail elementary has sent theirs to a KEA rep to be revised.  There are a few specifics that need to be added to ours.  Mr. Coffey will check with Lincoln Trail to see if we should ask KEA to help with ours.
· Ms. Lucas stated that the PLD Day Plan for September 20 needs to be submitted to Central Office.   We will probably look at KSI (intervention program), Vertical Planning, Grade Level Planning, and do some conferencing.  We will consider working the hours of 11 – 7 in order to accommodate parent schedules.  We will also plan some staff motivations.
· By-Laws  revisions need to be made to make it more user friendly.
· Student/Class numbers.  Most of our classes are at or over caps.  We lost three good students to private schools due to the restructuring of classes.
IX. NEW BUSINESS

· Meeting Change:  Because of conflicts with Ms. Crabtree’s Special Ed Facilitators meetings and Ms. Arant’s after-school computer lab, meeting date and change was discussed.  It was decided that we will change the SBDM meetings to the third Thursday of the month at 3:30, beginning with the Oct 21 meeting.

· Student drop-off.  Ms. Wiseman brought up the fact that many students are 

      being dropped off at the front door.  The committee will draft a note to go out to       

      parents regarding drop off policy.  Several students are signing themselves in.  This            

      problem has already been addressed.

X. NEW HIRES.  We have posted the new FMD teacher and assistant jobs and
three half-time ESS employees.  Karen Arant has been assigned as ESS after-school computer lab teacher.
