REQUEST

This is to request permission for the Hardin County Schools to apply for the DJJ Mentoring Grant.

DISCUSSION

The KY Center for School Safety Clearinghouse/UK is working on a grant proposal for mentoring of system-involved youth which will provide face-to-face and e-mentoring services to probated, re-entry and foster care youth grades 6-10 utilizing a software program called Ripple Effects for Teens (research-based social/emotional skill learning software), 4-H and community mentors in conjunction with DJJ’s transition and community workers who would normally be working with the system-involved youth. The grant provides $400,000 for four years (each year) for support, training, and evaluation. A funded full-time school-based coordinator (part of a subcontract to the school) would work with FRYSCs, DJJ Transition and Community Workers, and 4-H to provide social and emotional growth and skills to identified youth.
