Amended School Calendar for the 2005-2006 School Year

FACTS:

School was dismissed December 8, 2005, January 3, 2006, and January 18, 2006 because of inclement weather.  According to the current Board directive, the make-up days would be as follows:     March 27, 2006, March 28, 2006, and March 29, 2006

School was also dismissed March 15, 2006 for John Hardin High School, Bluegrass Middle School, and New Highland Elementary School to allow students to support JHHS Boys Basketball Team in the State Tournament.   West Hardin Middle School was dismissed on March 22, 2006 to allow students, teachers, and staff to attend the funeral mass for Andy Zagar.   The district has the discretion to subtract a day from the calendar if the students have met the 1050 hours of instruction set by state law, this is known as “banked time.”  JHHS, BGMS, New Highland, and WHMS have met this requirement. March 15, 2006 will be set as a “planning day” for JHHS, BGMS, and New Highland.  March 22, 2006 will be considered a “planning day” for WHMS.

RECOMMENDATION:

I recommend that the 2005-2006 school calendar be amended to include March 27, March 28, and March 29, 2006 as make up days.  Banked time will be used for March 15, 2006 and will be considered a Planning Day for teachers and staff at JHHS, BGMS, and New Highland.  Banked time will be used for March 22, 2006 and will be considered a Planning Day for teachers and staff at WHMS.  

RECOMMENDED MOTION:

I move that the Board of Education amend the 2005-2006 school calendar to include March 27, March 28, and March 29, 2006 as make up days and “banked time” be used for the dismissal of school on  March 15, 2006 for JHHS, BGMS, and New Highland Elementary and March 22, 2006 for West Hardin Middle School.
