Fee to be Charged
The Board may charge a fee, according to a schedule adopted by the Board, for each student attending its schools whose parent is not a bona fide resident of the District.1
Non-resident, full-time District employees shall not pay tuition to transfer their child to Bullitt County Public Schools.
Tuition Timeframes for Non-Resident Students that move in or out throughout the school year:
In order to more effectively manage tuition costs for non-resident students, the Board of Education has adopted the following tuition structure based on the student's time of transfer into or out of the district who meet the requirements within the transfer policy:
· Applied prior or during the 1st grading period: The student will be responsible for 100% of the tuition.
· Applied during the 2nd grading period: The student will be responsible for 75% of the tuition.
· Applied during the 3rd grading period: The student will be responsible for 50% of the tuition.
· Applied during the 4th grading period: The student will be responsible for 25% of the tuition.
If a student moves out of the county, they will be considered a non-resident, and their tuition will be assessed according to the same structure outlined above, based on the grading period during which the move occurs.
