Safety/Athletics/Transportation Report-April 2025

Safety:  We are continuing with our monthly safety drills.  Things seem to be running smoothly in both buildings.  As we have experienced little issues throughout the school year, we have worked to correct those.  Throughout the month we continue to do spot inspections and the systems and procedures we are putting in place seem to be working.  As these changes take place, we continue to update our emergency action plans.  We have added a keyless entry system to the back door of the kitchen at the high school.  This allows us to keep the door closed at all times and gives us an extra layer of security.  With the help of Officer Rowland, the upper windows in the classrooms have been secured.  Because of the design of the windows, they tended to slip down a few inches.  This created a safety issue as well as a heating/cooling issue.  

Athletics:  All spring sports are underway.  Weather has been an issue with getting games and meets in. We have had cancelations in all of our sports. Our softball team won their first-round game in the 9th region all a tournament.  They ended up losing in the semifinals (in the rain) to a good Holy Cross team.   The weather has not had too big of an impact at the stadium for the construction project.  Both locker rooms have had their demolition completed and the next step is to start working on the plumbing.  For the outside concession/restrooms, we are able to see the outline of the building as the wall are starting to go up.

Transportation:  Our transportation routes are all running smoothly.  We are currently transporting to and from the following locations:  Southgate, Gateway, RSP, Preschool, and we are driving home from ATC.  We were able to pick up our new bus during the past month, but unfortunately upon inspection, we discovered a couple of manufacturer issues. We are having to transport a student to Cultivate Behavioral Health in Taylor Mill.
