ISSUE


The Rineyville Community Park has asked that they be allowed to salvage equipment from the old ballpark. They also are requesting permission to extend their proposed walking trail onto Board owned property behind the school. 

FACTS

The Rineyville Community Park has requested to extend a walking trail from their ball park property onto the Knight property that we purchased behind Rineyville School (See attached letter). This will be an enhancement to both the school and community. The group has also asked about taking down some fence and the bleachers at the old ball park for use at the new fields.
 

The planned use for the ball field after construction is a soccer field for the school. There should be no problem with allowing the Community Park to take anything that is scheduled for demolition as long as they do it before construction begins so there is no interference with the contractor. We would also require the Community Park insurance to protect the Board from any liability.

RECOMMENDATION


Approve for the Rineyville Community Park to extend a walking trail onto Board property and salvage any ballpark equipment scheduled for demolition contingent on insurance coverage to hold the Board harmless in any liability.
