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Abstract:


According to the recent 2010 NCLB data, the Todd County School District did not meet AYP in the content areas of reading and math for students with disabilities, and in the content area of reading for the free/reduced lunch sub population.


As evidenced by the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) report and Kentucky Interim Performance Report disaggregated data, the district continues to experience achievement gaps in reading, writing, math, science, and social studies for African-American students, students with disabilities, and free/reduced lunch students.

1. To improve the performance of identified subgroup populations that are scoring below the proficient level in all content areas of the KCCT and to meet adequate yearly progress (AYP) on the NCLB report in the areas of reading and math.
