English as a Second Language- 
LAU Plan 25-26
Educational Approach

The English as a Second Language (ESL) program in the Campbellsville Independent School District is an English Immersion Program providing instruction in listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  This program also includes an orientation to American Culture.  The program shall emphasize mastery of English language skills as well as mathematics, science, and social studies, as integral parts of the academic goals for all students to enable English Language Learners (ELL) students to participate equitably in school.  Success will be measured annually through a comparison in performance on the ACCESS (Assessing Comprehension and Communication in English State-to-State for English Language Learners) English language proficiency test annually provided by the Kentucky Department of Education.  

Identification

All parents must complete the Home Language Survey at the time of registration for all students entering Campbellsville Independent Schools. This information is distributed through the guidance counselor’s office at all schools.  The purpose is to identify possible ELL students.  The Home Language Survey includes questions pertaining to the student’s native language.  The questions are the following:

1. What is the language most frequently spoken at home?

2. What language does your child most frequently speak at home?

3. Which language did your child learn when he/she first began to talk?

4. What language do you most frequently speak to your child?  

If a parent responds with a language other than English, he/she must complete the entire Home Language Survey and the child may be accessed with a state approved English Language Proficiency Assessment because he/she meets the definition of English Language Learners (ELL), which is included below, and may require the support from the ESL program. 

Within 30 days after the start of the school year (or within two weeks of the start of services if the ELL child’s enrollment in the school occurs later), the following guidelines pertaining to a child’s participation in Title III will be met.  

The assessment instrument used in the Campbellsville Independent School District is the WIDA-ACCESS Placement Test.  This assessment is used for all students entering grades K-12.  The WIDA Placement Screener is the only assessment tool approved by the State to be used to identify ELL students.

      The district ELL (English Language Learners) coordinator is responsible for entering data into Infinite Campus.

Students with limited English proficiency come to our district with diverse histories, traditions and varied educational experiences. The term 'limited English proficient' has been defined in Title IX of the No Child Left Behind Act under the General Provisions Part A, Section 9101.Definition

 

TITLE IX—GENERAL PROVISIONS PART A—DEFINITIONS 
SEC. 9101. DEFINITIONS.
 
LIMITED ENGLISH PROFICIENT —The term 'limited English proficient', when used with respect to an individual, means an individual—
(A) Who is aged 3 through 21;
(B) Who is enrolled or preparing to enroll in an elementary school or secondary school;
(C)(i) who was not born in the United States or whose native language is a language other than English;
(ii)(I) who is a Native American or Alaska Native, or a native resident of the outlying areas; and
(II) who comes from an environment where a language other than English has had a significant impact on the individual's level of English language proficiency; or
(iii) who is migratory, whose native language is a language other than English, and who comes from an environment where a language other than English is dominant; and
(D) whose difficulties in speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English language may be sufficient to deny the individual—
(i) the ability to meet the State's proficient level of achievement on State assessments described in section 1111(b)(3);
(ii) the ability to successfully achieve in classrooms where the language of instruction is English; or
(iii) the opportunity to participate fully in society.TITLE III—LANGUAGE INSTRUCTION FOR LIMITED ENGLISH
PROFICIENT AND IMMIGRANT STUDENTS
 
Within 30 days after the start of the school year (or within two weeks of the start of services if the ELL child’s enrollment in the school occurs later), the following guidelines pertaining to a child’s participation in Title III will be met:

Assessment

The District ELL coordinator or designee is responsible for administering and coordinating all ELL testing and services (surveys, including service plan, placement test, and ACCESS exiting once scoring a 4.5 or higher composite.)  If the answer to any of the questions is a language other than English, the local school district shall consider the child to be from a non-English language background and must be administered the placement test.

Placement into ELL Program Services

Assessment, placement, and the design of an individual Program Services Plan for students with limited English language proficiency shall be made in compliance with appropriate state and federal education requirements.  

· Each parent will be notified that their child is in the ESL program and the reason for identification.

· Each parent will complete an updated Home Language Survey.

· Each student will be assessed with the placement test.

· Reviewing previous academic records and/or informal assessments will assess each student’s academic achievement.

· Each student will have an Service Delivery Plan developed which will include instructional goals and core content, English language learning, how he/she will meet academic standards and demonstrate yearly progress, and how this plan will be differentiated and delivered.

· Each parent will receive a copy of this plan and information on their rights to decline enrollment in the program and/or remove their child from the program upon request.

· Each student will have exit requirements developed in order to know when he/she has met the goals of the plan and when he/she will leave the program.

· Each parent will receive documentation of the of their child’s progress four times a year (the times when non-ELL students receive their documentation).

· Each Plan will indicate whether the student will take the state and federal assessments (according to the guidelines of proficiency and the enrollment in the district for a full academic year or in an English speaking school for two full years prior to the year of assessment in question).

· Each Plan will list accommodations/modifications that are allowed on the state-required assessments based on the following:

· Limited English proficiency as determined by the results of the ACCESS.

· Evaluation data demonstrates the need for accommodations/modifications.

· Accommodations/modifications are part of the normal, on-going delivery of instructional services.

· Student is participating in instructional programs and services to meet both language and academic needs.

· Each Plan will have the names and signatures of the people who reviewed the documentation and made the decisions, as well as the principal of the school (if he/she was not one of the ones making the decisions.)

Instructional and related services shall be designed to meet the English language and academic needs of students while assisting them to participate in the general education curriculum, state and federal assessments, and to overcome language barriers to grade promotion or high school graduation.  Students identified, as English Language Learners, shall be provided the opportunity to participate in the school’s English language instructional program and extracurricular programs.  

Staffing and Resources

 
The Campbellsville Independent School District assures that its ELL plan includes but may not be limited to the following:  annual district meeting, all teachers in its ELL program are fluent in English, Title III funds (if received) will be used to build district and school capacity to continue to offer high-quality language instruction programs for ELL and all students, and will be aligned and integrated in the Comprehensive District Improvement Plan and Comprehensive School Improvement Plan. Staff will receive professional development annually for support who deliver instruction to ELL students.  
Transition from ELL Services

All identified ELL students will be administered the ACCESS for ELL during the state testing window.  The ELL Coordinator will coordinate the annual ACCESS assessments.   When test results are returned from the state parents will be notified.  As proficiency test results are processed and communicated to parents, service plans will be updated as needed by committee.

Monitoring

The District English Language Learners Coordinator will collect and analyze the data on monitored students to meet the educational needs of ELL students.  The program shall emphasize mastery of English language skills as well as mathematics, science, and social studies, as integral parts of the academic goals for all students to enable English Language Learners (ELL) students to participate equitably in school as they exit the ELL program.  Each parent will receive documentation of his or her child’s progress four times a year (the times when non-ESL students receive their documentation.)  In order to exit from the English Learner Program in the state of Kentucky, a student must be in first grade or higher and achieve a score of 4.5 or higher on their Overall Composite Score on a Tier B or a Tier C. Exit status can only be determined by the ACCESS test given during the state determined window. Once an ELL Student has exited the program their status will be changed to monitor for a 4 year period.
