Holidays
Classified personnel who qualify shall be paid for four (4) holidays which shall be designated in the official school calendar. These are part of the school year required by state law.1
Employees who work more than the minimum number of working days required by law shall be entitled to paid holidays on the following basis:
	Up to 209 days employment
	4 holidays (Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and Martin Luther King Day)

	210 - 229 days employment
	76 holidays (includes the holidays listed above, Memorial Day, Juneteenth and July 4th)

	230+ days employment
	87 holidays (includes the holidays listed above Juneteenth, July 4th and New Year’s Dayadditional day designated by Superintendent/ designee)


General election day in the year of a presidential election will be an additional holiday.
Exception
The Superintendent may require, for security or other reasons, certain classified personnel to work on holidays. In this case, the employee shall be granted the holiday on another day.
Contracted Days
Employees shall work the days specified in their contracts. Use of noncontracted days must be approved in advance by the Superintendent or the Superintendent's designee. Noncontracted days shall not accumulate.
