DESCRIBE USE OF CONTRACT/PURCHASE/AGREEMENT
Learning Grove offers school age services through state licensed; STAR Rated out of school time childcare programs for school age children kindergarten through age 12. Tutoring assistance is available through the state childcare assistance program (CCAP) or United Way to families who qualify for the school’s free or reduced lunch program. In the school year programs, students remain in a familiar environment with less transitioning to a new location and enjoy the companionship of school friends. Staff are trained in the care of the school age child and are certified in First Aid and CPR. Curriculum includes structured time for learning in the following areas: Social Emotional Learning, Arts and crafts, Literacy, Health and Nutrition, Service Learning, Junior Achievement and Gross motor time. Learning Grove operates before and after school programs at, Erpenbeck, Kelly, Longbranch, New Haven, and Steeplechase (after school care only).
