OPENING BUSINESS:
A. Call to Order/Roll Call: Tim Isaacs, chairperson, called the Central Hardin High School SBDM council meeting to order at 4:03 PM. Members in attendance were Mary Calloway, Pam Cox, Cherie Mingus, Scott Rouse, Jennifer Mills, Kelly Rabinowitz, Tim Isaacs, Angie Davis, Mary Key and Chastity Yates. Leslie Bone and Bob Wade were absent.  Julie Wise and Brenda Dockins were noted as visitors to council.
AGENDA AMENDMENT: Tim Isaacs stated the following amendment under NEW BUSINESS: E. CHHS Outside Door Accessibility
B. Minutes Approval: Council reviewed the minutes of October 20, 2010. ORDER 10-20 – Kelly Rabinowitz made the motion for the October 20, 2010 minutes to be accepted as read.  Angie Davis seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS: 

A. Title I Revision: Council reviewed the amended 2010-2011 Title I budget by line item as submitted by Tim Isaacs. ORDER: 10-21 – Scott Rouse made the motion to approve the proposed amended Title I budget. Jennifer Mills seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
B. School Improvement Grant (SIG): Tim Isaacs reviewed the various pieces of supporting data deemed necessary to create the school improvement grant request with council. Due to its length, Tim Isaacs suggested that council read through the complete document and bring forth any questions that they may have at the next scheduled session. 
C. Safety Audit Report: Tim Isaacs reviewed results of the October 14, 2010 safety audit of CHHS with council. Tim Isaacs stated that the found safety concerns of the audit team produced mostly expected results. Tim Isaacs stated that most all of these issues could be corrected at the school level and implementations of such changes have already begun.
D. Plan Test: Tim Isaacs shared the PLAN test results with council indicating that based on trend, the potential for our ACT scores to increase look encouraging. 

E. Outside Door Accessibility: Scott Rouse addressed council with a few concerns of faculty and staff regarding outside door accessibility and safety issues – specifically handicap accessibility, snow and sidewalk conditions, and inaccessibility of athletic teams after hours.   Tim Isaacs stated he will look into resolving each of these issues and that pricing on keying 2-3 additional doors is currently being evaluated to alleviate some of the accessibility issues.
