On Wednesday we had the chance to celebrate our Track Team’s State Championship and unveil the new signage that will be going up at all four main arteries coming into town. It was our first state championship in school history based on all the information I could find. It was a great accomplishment and it was awesome to get to recognize them in front of all our students and staff.

I am proud to share that the US News and World Report released their school rankings earlier this week. Our high school was ranked #29 of 235 high schools in the state of KY! This is a very nice accomplishment and it is a tribute to our teachers and staff.

At this time we are working to secure prices for a mound and an outfield fence for softball as well as other materials that will be needed for the project. We are very thankful to him. We are also appreciative of David Hyde who has said he would help with needed excavation work.
