Safety/Athletics/Transportation Report-September 2025

Safety:  All of the beginning of the school year drills were conducted in both schools.  At Grandview it has been an adjustment with all the construction taking place.  Although we had a hiccup the first time doing a fire drill, the second went very well.  The fire department was there for the second drill, and they were pleased with the results.  The high school had a similar situation. We had some confusion on the exiting announcement the first time but the second time we conducted the drill, we were able to knock almost two minutes off.
So far this school year, teachers are doing a great job of keeping their doors closed and locked during instructional time.  
We are having issues with contractors leaving doors open and unlocked at Grandview during the school day.  We have had numerous conversations with the general contractor about this.  We are looking at only allowing construction work after the school day has ended.

Athletics:  Our football team opened the season with a win.  We have battled since then having suffered a slew of injuries.  When healthy, it is a very competitive group, and we are still excited about the season.  Soccer notched its first win of the season vs Holmes, and our volleyball team earned their first win vs Williamstown.  The grand opening of the stadium is taking place Sept 12.  We are expecting a very large crowd to see the first Bellevue home game on turf.
