ISSUE


Hardin County Board of Education must respond to the SFCC offer of assistance for educational technology within 60 days.

FACTS


School Facilities Construction Commission (SFCC) has made the first offer of assistance in FY-2026 to Hardin County for educational technology.  The amount of the offer is $151,190 and is based on 2024-2025 SEEK figures being used.   The first offer is $9 per ADA; the second offer is $9-12 per ADA, this year only two offers will be issued. 
Accepted state technology fund offers of assistance must be matched equally by the Board of Education or can be escrowed for up to three (3) years.  The Board has supported our Technology Program in the past by accepting and matching the technology offers annually.  Funds have been budgeted in the current year for this purpose.

RECOMMENDATION


I recommend that the Hardin County Board of Education accept and match the entire offer of assistance in FY-2026 from SFCC for educational technology to the Hardin County Schools.

2. Excerpt of Board of Education meeting minutes (accepting, escrowing, or rejecting offer within 60
days from the date of offer)

3. Return the attached Fund Utilization Form Required with Journal Entry.
