AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT entered into this _____ day of November, 2025, by and between the City of Bellevue, Kentucky, a Home Rule city (hereinafter “City”), and Bellevue Independent School District (hereinafter “School”). 

WHEREAS, School owns certain property at its sports facility located in the City of Bellevue, Kentucky, which includes a football field and bleachers; and

WHEREAS, storm water damaged the area behind and underneath the football field bleachers on School’s real property; and School is beginning a project to redirect storm water and alleviate further damage to School’s property (“Project”); and
WHEREAS, School asserts that the City’s Public Works Building storm system, located above the area behind the School’s bleachers, may have caused, in whole or in part, the water damage behind the bleachers; and
WHEREAS, City denies, in whole or in part, that its Public Works Building storm system caused any water damage; and

WHEREAS, the parties hereto desire to amicably reconcile their differences.  

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY AGREED THAT:

1.
City shall pay the School the amount of $38,000.00 towards School’s Project, subject to approval by the City of Bellevue Board of Council. City shall have not further obligation(s) or involvement with the project or the damage to the bleachers or the area behind the bleachers owned by School. 
2.
School agrees to accept the $38,000.00 payment from City to use toward the School Project.  School understands and agrees that City shall have not further obligation(s) or involvement with the project or the damage to the bleachers or the area behind the bleachers owned by School.  

3. 
The parties hereto, both City and Schools, do release each other from all claims and causes of action, without exception, arising out of the water damage described herein.

4.
School agrees to hold harmless and indemnify City from any and all claims and causes of action by third persons arising out of the repair/replacement work being performed to redirect the storm water and alleviate further damage to the School’s property (the “Project”).

5. 
This document contains all of the agreements between the parties, and there are no other agreements, either oral, written, express or implied.

6.
Both parties agree to be legally bound by they agreement, and further state that they have had the opportunity to have this agreement reviewed by an attorney.

7. 
This agreement shall be interpreted and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.  Jurisdiction and venue shall lie with the Campbell County Courts.
