We also review financial reports, demographic and enrollment information, and data on mental health services, prevention services and activities, and substance-use related behavior referrals or incidents. Collecting this information allows us to show how funds are used and how these efforts strengthen student well-being and community health. We continue to review and revise procedures/processes to enhance and increase data literacy and collection across the district level. In addition to SPF grant-specific data, we continue to collect and monitor data for the SBMH and TISS grants. We continue to review new system requirements for data collection and revise current data collection processes as needed.
