Attendance Procedures/Privileges at Henderson County High School
This contract for attendance and academic compliance is to ensure successful completion of this year at Henderson County High School. In order to be eligible for privileges and opportunities to participate with your class this year, the following conditions must be met:

1.  Attendance…You must be considered a student in good standing in regards to attendance.  Attendance is critical to success everywhere including employers and the state of Kentucky as stated in the No Pass/No Drive Law and state Truancy laws.  Students are allowed 4 parent note absences per semester and reasonable doctor’s notes.  Excessive absences can be a referral to home hospital if approved by the district and a doctor or those absences will be unexcused and subject to loss of privileges (some of which are listed below) or possible referral to the alternative school (CLC).

2. Portfolio…In order to graduate at all, a portfolio must be maintained throughout high school and revised and completed by school established deadlines at or above the Apprentice level.   Failure to complete a portfolio and failure to score at the Apprentice level  is automatic non-compliance.

3. Senior Project…A quality senior presentation must be completed and presented by the school established deadline in compliance with senior project guidelines.  Failure to complete one or submit a good faith effort on senior project is automatic non-compliance

Any Unexcused Event (this includes tardies to school and skipped classes) will require the time to be made up.  Until this time is made up a loss of one or more of the above privileges will occur. Number of privileges lost and the time of the loss(es) will be in proportion to the number and frequency of absences that have occurred and the stage of the attendance contract process the student is at that time.                                                                                                                                                                                      Methods of Making up Unexcused events – minute for minute
· PRIDE room for before or after school tutoring to improve grades in classes on future classwork/not to make up work for a grade for unexcused events.  Unexcused absences earn a zero for any missed work.
· Detention – before or after school

· Saturday School

· Intercession Time

Violations of these procedures will instigate an attendance contract and subsequent loss of privileges defined in a meeting with school administration staff or designee until the time is made up.
