The BASE teams continue to meet on a monthly basis, and I will share relevant data and trends from these meetings during our district MTSS sessions. In addition, subgroups of the BASE team meet biweekly between the full team meetings to ensure we are consistently reviewing data and identifying any barriers that may be impacting our students and their families. At our last district MTSS meeting before the break, we shared overall trend data. We were very pleased with the information we have gathered and the progress we are making. The MTSS structure is helping us ensure that we are collecting the right data and collaborating with the appropriate stakeholders to support student success.
WOO Award (Welcoming Outstanding Organizations Award): This initiative aims to highlight and acknowledge businesses and organizations that partner with our school district.The organization we are recognizing in January is Rechtin Heating and Air.  
Tigers Read will meet again Friday, January 16th.  They will continue to meet every two weeks for the remainder of the school year. They will focus on their guided reading/decodable text that correlates with the Wonders reading series.  
Open Enrollment: We will hold open enrollment throughout the month of February for any out-of-district students interested in attending Bellevue, as well as for any Bellevue residents who are not currently enrolled in the district. I am working with our Communications Coordinator to promote the open enrollment period. This will give us ample time to plan effectively for the upcoming school year.
Transition Activities: I will be working with Mr. Pelgen and the Grandview/BMHS administrative staff to plan upcoming transition activities. Our goal is to provide more opportunities for 5th-grade students to visit the middle/high school before the end of the school year, rather than limiting it to just one transition day. We are also coordinating with Southgate Independent to schedule a visit for their 8th-grade students to our campus. Additionally, planning for kindergarten registration is underway, with the event scheduled for March 4th. Our first planning meeting is set for next week. More information will be shared soon regarding all of our upcoming transition activities.

Grandview Elementary: Over the past month, we have been busy with several important initiatives. Planning is underway for the SkoolAid Family Olympics event, which will take place at Grandview on January 29. We have also launched weekend food packs for students to take home, helping to support families beyond the school week. In addition, we are currently focused on writing grants for the 2026–2028 cycle, while also wrapping up our holiday assistance programs to ensure families received the support they needed during the season.
