North Bullitt High School (NBHS) was established in 1975 at the north end of Bullitt
County. The school is located near the border of Louisville, KY (Jefferson County),
which is a unique location surrounded by colleges, universities, businesses, and
industries. According to the 2010 United States Census Bureau, Bullitt County is
home to approximately 80,246 people. North Bullitt High School has a total
enroliment of 1143 students. Our student population is made up of approximately:
2% Asian/Native American/Alaskan Native, 4% African American, 10% Hispanic, 5%
Two or more races, 80% White/Caucasian - 49% of students are female and 51% are
male. Socioeconomically, 59% of students receive free/reduced lunch.
Approximately 12% of the student population receives accommodations and/or
modifications through special education services. The gifted and talented
population is approximately 7% of students. The ESL population is approximately
4% of students. North Bullitt High School has 68 certified teachers, 19 classified staff
members, three administrators, two counselors, one OVEC funded counselor, one
instructional coach, one district-shared technology integration specialist, one
shared school psychologist, one library media specialist, one college & career
readiness coach and one full time youth service center coordinator, one youth
service center assistant, five custodians, and seven cafeteria workers, North Bullitt
High School and Bullitt County Public Schools are fortunate to have various
partnerships throughout the community that allow our students opportunities to
earn dual credit college courses, industry certifications, and an opportunity to
participate in school to work programs.

School Safety Report

Pursuant to KRS 158.162, the local board of education shall require the school council or, if none
exists, the principal in each school to adopt an emergency plan that must be utilized in case of
fire, severe weather, earthquake, or a building lockdown and that: establishes evacuation routes;
identifies the best available severe weather zones; develops earthquake protocols for students;
and, develops and adheres to practices controlling access to the school building. The emergency
plan shall be annually reviewed by the council, principal, and first responders and revised as
needed.

In addition to the emergency plan requirements in KRS 158.162, KRS 158.164 requires the local
board of education to direct the school council or, if none exists, the principal in each school to
establish procedures to perform a building lockdown and to invite local law enforcement to assist
in establishing lockdown procedures, :

KRS 158.162 also requires the emergency plan be discussed with all school staff prior to the first
instructional day of the school year and provided, along with a diagram of the facility, to
appropriate first responders. Further, the principal in each school shall conduct, at a minimum,
the following emergency response drills within the first 30 instructional days of the school year
and again during the month of January: one severe weather drill, one earthquake drill, and one
lockdown drill. In addition, required fire drills shall be conducted according to administrative
regulations promulgated by the Department of Housing, Buildings and Construction.

Pursuant to KRS 156.095, every public school and public charter school shall provide two (2)
evidence-based suicide prevention awareness lessons each school year, the first by September 15
and the second by January 15, either in person, by live streaming, or via a video recording to all
students in grades six (6) through twelve (12). Every public school shall provide an opportunity for
any student absent on the day the evidence-based suicide prevention awareness lesson was
initially presented to receive the lesson at a later time. The information may be obtained from the
Cabinet for Health and Family Services or from a commercially developed suicide prevention
training program.

KRS 156.095 also requires by November 1 of each year, a minimum of one (1) hour of training on
how to respond to an active shooter situation shall be required for all school district employees
with job duties requiring direct contact with students. The training shall be provided either in
person, by live streaming, or via a video recording prepared by the Kentucky Department of
Criminal Justice Training. ‘

Additionally, KRS 156.095 requires all school administrators, certified personnel, office staff,
instructional assistants, and coaches and extracurricular sponsors who are employed by the
school district shall complete comprehensive evidence-informed training within ninety (90) days
of being hired and then every two (2) years after on child abuse and neglect prevention,
recognition, and reporting that encompass child physical, sexual, and emotional abuse and
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neglect.

Finally, in accordance with KRS 156.095, every public school shall prominently display the
statewide child abuse hotline number administered by the Cabinet for Health and Family
Services, the National Human Trafficking Reporting Hotline number administered by the United
States Department for Health and Human Services, and the Safe Haven Baby Boxes Crisis Line
number administered by the Safe Haven Baby Boxes national organization or any equwalent
successor entity.
